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 (A) God who created this world and people

There are many meanings if you say in one word "神god" in Japanese, which is different from the meaning with God, the Creator, Only one God as Bible says. In Japan, water, mountain even tree can be a god, and as the usage of words, we call "god" to an extraordinary person.
So, before starting this study we need to know what is the true God according to the Bible.

What is called a god in Japan is defined by a human or made by human beings. But the only one true God is the God  made human beings.

All human beings are born throuth mothers. Existance of mothers are very important and they are worthy of respect. But it is not mothers that actually designed human beings. What they do is just observing and experirencing in their body the program that was carved supernaturally in DNA of human.

Therefore, there is a real designer who created human beings, which is the Creator God.

What's more amazing is that the complete blueprint of the human beings is carved into the table of cells with 0.02 mm of intelligence.

(B) To believe the existence of God is not a religion.
Many pwople think that god is a religion. However, it is not so. If God is our source of our lives, to believe in the existence of God is as natural as believing in the existence of your parents. It is just accepting a fact rather than calling it a religion.

There is many definitions of "religion", but one of the definitions we have is "religion is an action to approach God in your own idea or strength, and to believe in the true God is not a religion."

Therefore, we do not practice religion but we have a’relationship’ with the true God.

Sociologically speaking, Christianity is categorized as one of the religions. But the reason why we claim that is is not a religion is because ‘it deals with the relationship with the existence that gave us life instead of tradition or form. ".

For example, seen from the perspective of religion, it is thought generally that the area of the biggest Christian population is in Europe. However, there are only 2 or 3 % of the whole population who believe in Jesus Christ.

Well, there are a lot of people who practice religion in Europe. Or, those who have Christian style wedding ceremonies or funerals. They may even visit churches on Christmas or other occasions. However, they may not believe nor have personal relationship with God.

On the contrary, in North Korea, where you are sent to a concentration camp if you believe in Christ, there are 400,000 Christians from Japan, which is 5% of the population. This may be a good exampleto show that religious statistics and faith are two different things.

◆ You cannot have a personal relationship with God through religion.
What the Japanese generally call a god is a statue made by wood or metal, and these things are not true God. Therefore, you cannot have any relationship with such things no matter how much you talk to them.

In case you give a gift to someone, what can you do to please that person? It would be best to ask him what he likes. If you think in your own way that he likes this or that, and keep giving that gift to that person, he may not like it. This is a mistake of religion. Doing training or rituals, or making sacrifices are not what God really seeks from us

◆ Religion is ‘a way to make yourself righteous in your own way’.
The mistakes of not having a relationship with God are that you think you can hide inner struggles or uncontrollable anger by doing something religious.

(C) True faith is to have an intimate relationship with God.

According to the concept of Japanese god, the god does not respond to us. However, the existence of God is not to be seen from afar. The True God desires for us to build an intimate relationship with God.

(John 17: 3) Eternal life is a comparison of you, the true God of perfection, with Jesus Christ sent by you.

One of the greatest benefits of knowing God is to receive ‘eternal life’, salvation of soul, eternal salvation. 
Therefore, to know God is to experience God Himself, instead of having just head knowledge.t

(D) Why can’t man get to know God?

People are created by God. So they are originally created to know God and have intimate relationship with God.

However, it has become difficult due to various causes. We will see those causes in the following series. And in this section, we will see ‘wrong images’ of God, which is one of the causes.

The wrong images are not born in a day. The following list is some of the typical ideas;

(E) Common wrong ideas about God
(1) God does not exist, which is a popular idea because of the penetration of evolution and so on.

(2) God is full of love, so never punishes people.
(3) God is very far from us. And too busy to pay attention to people.

(4) God is like a policeman or a judge. He is very demanding and punishes those who do wrong in a harsh way. 

(5) God is a person who abuses authority. Those who thinks this way tend to think that God is pelased when He makes people suffer.

This kind of reaction does not appear naturally. In many cases, it is formed when you have parents who are too strict, too indifferent or too busy in your childhood. 
Parents are the first authorities in life. That is why our image about parents influence our image of God.

Therefore, there are many with woulds in hearts, among those who cannot believe in God. 

Therefore, to believe in God is to have wounds of hearts healed. And hearts are prepared to beliee God by inner healing.

(F) What is God like?
(1) God is love. (1 John 4: 7/8/16 / Roman 8:32)

    God is perfect love. God never rejects anyone who takes refuge in Him. Also, anyone can receive comfort through fellowship with God. (2 Corinthians 1: 4-5)

(2) God is righteous. God does everything in a righteous way. Therefore, we can trust Him and leave everything in Him. 
Jesus Christ = righteous one, judges with perfect truth(Acts 10:34) God does not do anything biased. )

(3) God never changes. He never changes with time. 
(Hebrews 13: 8) Jesus Christ was yesterday, today, and peace.

(4) God is a perfect Father. (John 10: 5 / Matthew 6: 9) (Romans 8:16) Our mountain father is the summit. The perfect Father protects us, provides for us, and leads our lives. <28>
(5) God understands us perfectly
God is not looking at us from afar. Jesus lived on the earth to experience suffering, sadness, sickness, and rejection as a human being. So God knows our weaknesses.
