Position as a child of God：　Man was created originally as chidren of God. However, man turned from God with his own will. Therefore, salvation means restoring the original position.

Little children are selfish and egoistic. They tell lies or monopoly things or do mean things without being taught to do so. When we see these things, we can understand that man is born with sinful nature. Man is separate from God because of his sin and is to be judged. (Isaiah 59:1,2) (Heb. 9:27) God does not send man to hell. The sin of man separates man from God and destroys man.

Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
When you do part time job, you get paid by the hour. That is a reward to your work. Without any work, there is no reward. The reward as death is a consequence of sin.

All people die, because all the people have sinned. 
Romans 3:10-12 As it is written:"There is none righteous, no, not one;There is none who understands;There is none who seeks after God. They have all turned aside;They have together become unprofitable;There is none who does good, no, not one."

The death as a consequence of sin is like being put in jail because of debt. (Matthew1 8：23―34）
Therefore, you cannot be saved until you pay all the price for sin. However, the price is too high for anyone to pay back. The death of man means that you cannot pay for your own sin even with death.

■Solution of God – The Cross
However, God made a way for salvation, which is, a sinless man gives his life for man and through that 

all the people can be saved.

However, there is no such person as sinless.

Therefore God did what man could not do. Jesus, Son of God, came to the earth as a man, and died for us on the cross.

The blood Jesus shed as a price for our sin had the worth enough to save all those who believe in Him.。

■What is necessary to receive salvation
1） believe　：
You do not have believe 100%. All men have both the aspects of faith and unbelief. We are somewhere between them. But what is important is to choose the good thing(to believe. )

2） confess　：
God made a standard for salvation, about to which extent we should believe. That is to confess with ourown mouth, because our tongue has a power. (James 3:1-13)

Romans 10:9,10 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

３）It is not knowledge　：　
You do not need to read the whole Bible or know about God perfectly in order to be saved. What is important is to believe in heart, not in head. Therefore, you do not have to understand everything. To believe is to jump into the arms of great God.

■What is salvation?
1） It is Grace of God and it is free gift.
‘Grace’  means a gift given freely regardless of work.

Eph 2:8-9  For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast.

Many religions require efforts or sacrifices in order to achieve salvation. However, our salvation given through sacrifice of Christ is perfect. So there is nothing we need to add to that. 

Christ created ‘faith’ for our sake. We just have to go receive it.

2） We can be free from consequence of sin by the mercy of God.

Those who sin were destined to be judged and go to hell. However, by the faith in Christ, we can be free from punishment we were supposed to get. That is by the mercy of God.

３）salvation of spirit　： 

Man consists of spirit, soul and body. ‘Spirit’ is the most central part of human beings. When the spirit ismade alive, the core of that person is renewed. The spirit is a tool to communicate with God. So you can listen to the voice of God through spirit.

4)The Holy Spirit dwells in us
The Spirit of God can only live in a holy plce. When our sins are forgiven and receive reconciliation with God, the Holy Spirit lives in us. Through that, we will be transformed in the areas we could not be changed.

5） Salvation of soul　　：　

Matthew 11:28,29  "Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.

We often receive peace automatically by God when we believe in God. But as this scripture says, we can receive a special kind of peace through transformation of our lives and values. For example, those who had no peace before because of competitive attitude against others, may receive peace because their lives are changed.

６）Healing of hearts：　

Salvation of spirits come instantly. But it often takes some time before you experience salvation of yoursouls. In many cases, the bondage has to be removed one by one. There are various ways for that, but the church as a community is a great tool. ( you can learn about this in the following studies)

７）　salvation of body：
According to the will of God, there are many healing of sicknesses on the earth, which is also a sign for the coming world. The ultimate salvation of bodies are the uncorruptable bodies which are given in the next world.

８）　Eternal salvation
Ultimately, the essense of our lives are not the ones on the earth. We spen just a short time on the earthand then spend the eternity at another place. That another place is, so to speak, heaven and hell. you will be spending the eternity depends on the decision you made while you are on the earth.

Those who believe in Jesus go to the presence of God, which is heaven, after they die. We will spend eternity with God in heaven.
