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■dealing with past wounds
What hinders the relationship with others? Besides rejection and fear, people are often afraid of approaching others or opening hearts to talk about their lives. Where does that come from? 

In many ases, this kind of thing comes from wounds in the past instead of problems with others. 

<02>
Of course, God can heal you completely. The power of God’s healing is perfect. 

Isaiah 61:1 says  ‘the Lord has anointed Me To preach good tidings to the poor;He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, ‘
<03>
Once you go to God and then you can receive healing. But if you have wounds in the hearts, you are hindered from opening your heart to receive healing. For example, you may feel that God is not interested in you, or have false thoughts like that.

Also, ( this is to be explained later) your fellowship with others in the church gets hindered, even though that is the tool for healing God uses. 
<05>
In such a case, just attending church, praising God and listening to the sermons may not necessarily set you free. 

In many cases, it is necessary to go through the process of inner healing in some way or other.

Therefore, in this B course, materials for discussion to become prepared by God are given. But first of all, let us begin with cultivating hearts as it says in Matther 13:1-8, in order to sow good seeds into the hearts.

■ Good beginning
When God created man, He said ‘Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness’ (Gen.1:26) God is one as God the Father, God the son( Christ) and the Holy Spirit. Ususally God does not manifest Himself as plural. But He used plural only when God created man, in order to show us God is the God of loving one another and having fellowship. Therefore, we also should have relationship with one another and should not be isolated.

Those who believe Jesus Christ belong to the family of God.  As God is the true Father, we are all children of God,old and young. That means, we are ‘brothers’ and ‘sisters’ in God the Father.

The church as family of God is not like a fun club or something just to enjoy yourself, nor self-righteous, exclusive group, separate from the world. God brings us together so that we may influence the world in a positive way as the hands and feet of God, as ambassadors of the kingdom of God in order to resist Satan and evil spirits.

（Eph3:9-11）3:9 and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith; 3:10 that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death, 3:11 if, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection from the dead.

As we know the plan of God, the plan of satan is obvious. Satan always tries to spoil the plan of God. That means, he tries to bring division and confusion to every kind of human relationship to hinder unity.

Therefore, if you have exessive fear towards others, or you recognize that your reaction is not usual, then you may realize there may be a hidden problem as a cause instead of the people in front of your eyes.

We often hear people say that after they have started to come to church, their problems have started to surface. One of the reasons for that may be becasue God has begun to work in your heart to bring healing in the deep part of your hearts.

God uses people for the work of His healing. 

(John 11:43-44）Now when He had said these things, He cried with a loud voice, "Lazarus, come forth!"

 And he who had died came out bound hand and foot with graveclothes, and his face was wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them, "Loose him, and let him go."

This is a scene where Christ raised Lazaros from dead. The resurrection of Lazaros is a symbolic event of our salvation where we believe in Jesus and get saved. Three days had passed after Lazaros died and his body was rotten. But Christ raised him instantly with the power and authority of God. In the same way, even though we may have lived as if we were dead. But as we belive in Christ, we can get saved instangly.

No everything gets renewed instantly, though. Lazaros did get raised from dead. But his body was wrapped with bandages. Jesus did not want Lazaros to remain in that condition. But it was not Jesus Himself that untied him. Jesus told the people around him to loose him.

This can be applied to our lives. You believe in Jesus as Lord and get saved. But that does not sheal all your wounds or set you free from all the curses or bondages automatically. In many cases, those things need to be set free one by one. Of course, God is the One who heals you. But as people were used to loose Lazaros, human relationships become a tool for bringing healing.

However, even though it is a tool for healing, it may not be such a good role at times. 

The first way to be used as a tool is to be used as a sensor for identifying where the problem is by having conflict ortension. Juse like X ray or CT scan, stressful relationship situation can be a tool to identify the area of the hearts where the problem is.

For example, a cause to bring about many problems in many marriages may be a wound of the hearts which are not yet healed, instead of your spouse in front of your eyes.

Therefore, this is an important point. When you have a problem in the relationship with others (especially church members), just breaking up the relationship or avoiding that person does not solve the problem, although there may be cases when actually the other person does have a problem or a weakness.

■Step for healing
A role of a person is not just a sensor. Wounds by people can be healed by the work of God through people.

We will not mention all the steps for healing here. But we will write several points. 

The first step is to recognize that you have a wound from the past, especially in the relationship with parents.

But many people do not recognize those things. In such a case, they may be at a loss or confused, not knowing the cause. Therefore, for that kind of situation, there is a step 0 before that first step.

That is ‘active listening’, or ‘attentive listening.’
Active listening may sound like difficult task, but it is to love that person and pay attention to the words of that person. As they are heard and accepted as they talk, their hearts may get cleared and their mind may get organized.
  <25>
In order to make this process of healing smooth in the church, there needs to be an atomosphere of accepting one another’s weaknesses. If there is such atmosphere of love and unity, there God’s Spirit works, because that is exactly the nature of God. Through this, church as a place for people gathering becomes a tool in God’s hands to bring healing.

Also, especially those who have been long as Christians, or in the leadership, need to share their weaknesses, struggles, or failures. Through that, those around may feel relieved to know that they can be also accepted, and they will be able to share their hearts with others. 
<27>
（caution）　We should never justify speaking ill of others or criticizing others, by claiming that we need to accept each other’s weakness or need to tell the truth. Sometimes as a common mistake in the church, some people have rude attitude to others, which can not be accepted in the society. 
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
