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Many of those who have been taking this Bible study have received Jesus and got saved. You may havenexperienced healing of sickness or hearts and restoration of your life. 
<02>
If you have been walking in the desert a long time and finally reached Oasis and were able to dring enough water, wouldn’t you want to let others know the existence of Oasis? What Jesus did for you is not only make your life better. He saved you from eternal death. 
<03>
II Kings 7 talkes about how Samaria(city of Israel) was surrounded by the multitude of enemies and their food was about to run out. With the mysterious intervention of God, the armies of the enemy were so afraid that they left. Israel, though, did not know that so they remained inside the walls, suffering from starving. However, 4 lepers came out of the walls and went to the enemy camp and found that there were abundant food and treasure which the enemy army left in hurry. They kept those things to themselves at first. But one of them realized something and said.:

II Kings 7:9  7:9 Then they said to one another, "We are not doing right. This day is a day of good news, and we remain silent. If we wait until morning light, some punishment will come upon us. Now therefore, come, let us go and tell the king's household."
Israel got saved by hearing their news. The lepers did not do anything difficult . What they did was only to share with others what they had seen and experienced. 
<05>
How did the first-century church grow? Not by holding huge evangelistic conference, or by a message spoken by a great man of God. The church grew by each and every believer sharing their experience with others. 
<06>
The center of church activities is not inside the church. Rather it is going out. The church services are like gas station, wher eyou get strength and encouragement so that you may be able to go out. The church is to go out, doing healing, delivering people, and shareing the word of hope. That power and ability comes from Christ. So we need to be connected with Christ. Therefore, it is necessary to attend gathering regularly in order to fill our tank with fuel. 
<07>
We have contact with people in the world through work, shopping, neighborhood, school, and hobies etc.In a way, we can say that each person is located in a strategic way. No matter how great an evangelist may be, that person cannot share the Gospel to your workplace to share with your boss or colleagues. It is only you who can do that. It is more effective to hear from those they know already. 
<08>
People may think it is about religion when they hear about Jesus Christ. However, to hear your life experience is not religion. So it is important to share how you met Jesus, which is called ‘to share a testimony’.
<09>
What to share
１）What and how you were before？

２）What was the occasion and incident for the change of your life. That is, what did God do for yo?

３）How you are transformed? What is your present state?

To share these things, 3 minutes may be sufficient. 
<10>
When I came to Sapporo, I started to work in the architecture office. In the job interview, the interviewerfound that I was a Christia So he warned me that I should not talk about religion in the office. I agreed. I kept the promise and did not talk about religion. But I shared with my collegues how my life changed. Soon after that, one of my collegues got saved and started to attend church. 
<11>
In order to share how our lives are transformed by Jesus, we do not have to use any religious terms. We do not even have to be knowledgeable. 
<12>
If they ask us questions we do not know, we can just say that we do not know. We can just share our own experience. That is what we all can do, right? 
<13>
I Peter 3:15  But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts, and always be ready to give a defense to everyone who asks you a reason for the hope that is in you, with meekness and fear;

People need to hear words of hope about the future. Also they need to hear that God has power. Therefore, if we have experience of healing of change of our lives, then we should share about that. 
<15>
But you do not have to worry about it even if you do not have experience of such miracles. You can share what you have seen or heard at church. In church, there are such occasions to share about them. Also after the message in the small group sharing, we encourage people to share about their own experience with one another. 
<16>
Also the most powerful testimony is our life testimony. It is easy to speak great words. But spoken words and life attitude need to be in agreement. 
<17>
You might say ‘No, I have short temper and I am not kind to people, I am not good at relating to people.’
Of course, there may not be many who are good at relating to people. However, as you get saved and I believe that your life has been transformed as is taught in this course. What I would like you to keep in mind is that you are sent by God to the world and that God surely helps you in every situation. 
<18>
You have Christ within you so you are actually shining even though you may not be aware of it yourself.
<19>
Isaiah　49:6  l;I will also give You as a light to the Gentiles,That You should be My salvation to the ends of the earth.' 
<20>
When you share the Gospel, the goal for that is not to take people to church. The goal is that as you invite God into the relationship that you have with that person, that place will become church (where God works). 
<21>
You do not have to do anything difficult for the place to become a place where God works. Youcan become a good friend to that person, and you can listen to them as a good neighbor and you may be able to pray for them. Through these things God’s love may flow and work. 
<22>
For example, you may be able to do the following:
1） Become a friend
2） Listen to them actively
3） Help and support that person in a practical way
4） Encourage them

5） <23>
6） Sometimes God gives you a special word of engouragement (protetic word, or words to reveal the secrets of that person)

7） Pray for that person so that he may have encounter with Christ
8） Share how you met Jesus and how you were transformed <24>
9） Invite that person to receive Christ
10） Pray for that person’s need, such as healing(if necessary you can lay hands on them) <25>
Mark16:20  And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Amen.

As it says in the Bible, when we share about the hope in Christ to others, God’s Spirit may work abundantly and the things written in the Bible happen, such as healing of sickness or prophesy. We can see miracles. And the greatest miracle is the salvation of people.
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
