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Many of those who take this study have received Jesus into the hearts or attend church. However, that may not necessarily mean that all of them have experienced Jesus sufficiently. How can we have wholistic communion with Christ and experience Him in our lives?

■The way to experience Jesus Christ
（１）Through the transformation from inside out
whom having not seen you love. Though now you do not see Him, yet believing, you rejoice with joy inexpressible and full of glory,receiving the end of your faith-the salvation of your souls. (I Peter 1:8-9)

As it says in this scripture, you can experience encounter with Jesus when you experience salvation. 

What many people experience as they start to come to church is that they are not feeling empty or they have been able to love and accept themselves, which is the change inside. This is actually a result of experiencing salvation.

However, this kind of experience of God’s Grace is not given automatically just by attending church, because there canbe various hindrances such as our sins or wouns of hearts etc, as in the study of A and B.

That means that the process of being transformed from inside out often makes you go through the inner healing.

（２）Through community(church)
（1John 4:12） No one has seen God at any time. If we love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in us.。

The perfect love of God is revealed through believers loving one another. Therefore, it is important to attend church. God is not seeking lone ranger Christians. 

As it says in Gal.6:2,Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ, every good law of God is fulfilled in the community of God.

However, those who have hindrance in their hearts sometimes fail to receive love that they are supposed to be able to receive through the community.

（３）Through the love of Christians
The difference from the above love in the community is that in the community you can give love just by being there. 

But sometimes being led by God or having a specific desire, you may love in a special way to someone. It may cost some sacrifice on your part but it may bring great blessings.

（４）Through repentance
Repentance is important for experiencing Christ. As it is included in A-4, it is not to be repeated. 

The repentance not only destroys the wall between God and us but also brings about the change as in (5), and (6).

（５）Ego is broken
One of the things which happen in repentance is the brokenness of ego. If you are selfish and and are unwilling to change your ways, you will not be able to receive what you are supposed to receive. The one who sits on the throne of your heart should not be yourself but Christ.

（６）By walking in the light(not walking in the darkness)
（I John1:6-8））1:6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. 1:7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin. 1:8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

Walking in the darkness is not only wrong by itself, but it is related to the above 5 points. 

(1) That hinders the fellowship (2) It is not true repentance. Your ego is not broken. (3) Besides, the blood of Christ is not applied. Therefore you cannot have confidence of forgiveness of sin. <14>
（７）Through the Word of God
As it says in John 1:1,  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. Christ Himself is the Word of God. Therefore, you can experience Christ through reading the Word of the Bible, keeping them in your hearts and meditating on them, because all the scriptures of the Bible are inspired by the Spirit of God.

The Bible is a printed paper. However, we have the Holy Spirit which is the Spirit of God. So the word of God penetrates into our hearts when we read the Bible. It is as if we called the author to come and interprete the book for us.

Therefore, let us meditate on the Word of God. The simplest way to do so is remember or read the Bible before going tobed and meditate on the Word. You do not have to do the whole verse. For example, there is a verse ‘The Lord is my Shephers, and I shall not want’. You can just imagine the scene of the verse such as the merciful parent loving and caring for his child, then you can also imagine in the same way God meets all our needs and encourages us.

（８）Meditate on the Cross
The Cross of  Jesus Christ is the climax of the love of God for us.  
(John 3:16)  "For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.

（９）Be filled with the Holy Spirit
（Romans5:5）  Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us.
As is said in this verse, God’s love is revealed through the Holy Spirit. So we need to have the Holy Spirit work in our lives.

However, we need to be careful. In the Spirit filled churches, experiencing the fillness of Holy Spirit or being touchedby the presence of God is overemphasized.

Such an experience can be a good opportunity but not just experiencing or feeling is sufficient. 

It is just like you feel excitement when you are attracted to a person for marriage. That is necessary and it can be a motive and help make decisions. But marriage life does not just consist of exciting feeling.

The experience of the Holy Spirit may quench your thirst and refreshing your spirit just like drinking water in the dry land. However, you get spiritually thirsty as time passes by. What then is necessary?

John 4:14 says  "but whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him will never thirst. But the water that I shall give him will become in him a fountain of water springing up into everlasting life."
As it says here, we need to have Christ dwell in our lives, who is the source of the fountain of the Holy Spirit.

The way to have Christ dwell in us is not just emotional things, but down to earth and real and practical walk  as explained in (1) to (8). What is the difference between indwelling of the Holy Spirit and indwelling of Christ? 

The Bible does not clearly states about that. The indwelling of the Holy Spirit may be compared to receiving an engagement ring (Eph. 1:14), and indwelling of Christ to have married life.
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
