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Trinity is a Christian terminology, and its meaning is that God the Father, and God the son of God, Christ, and God the Holy Spirit are one in three. The word ‘Trinity’ does not appear in the Bible, because this word was born for the purpose of protecting the church from cultic false teaching.

Among such errors are (1) not to recognize the divinity of Christ, which is, not to recognize Christ as God. (2) not to recognize the person of the Holy Spirit  (3) not to recognize that Christ was incarnated to come to the earth

Therefore, the doctrine of Trinity was useful to protect the church from cult or false teaching. But there are some disadvantages.

That disadvantage can be that by simply understanding it as a doctrine, you may not seek the divinity of Christ and the personal relationship with the Holy Spirit, which you are supposed to learn through the realtionship with God through prayer, word of God, praise & worship.

Also, when you are so persistent with the idea that God the Father, God the Son and God the HolySpirit is one in three, there may be a possibility to fall into a cultic idea such as seen in Catholic. The reason why Catholic made Mary or saints as mediators between man and God may be because they raised Father, Son and Holy Spirit as God so high and so far that they needed another mediator for them.

Also this kind of mistake can be seen in some Protestant churches, which believe that the gifts of the Spirit written in I Corinthians 14 do not exist any more. It may be because they overlook the fact that the Holy Spirit dwells in us and has intimate fellowship with us. If you put the mysterious existence of God into a theological frame, the dynamic activities of the Holy Spirit may not be understood.

Also ‘Trinity’ may sound against the word of God that says that God is one God. So the Jewish, Muslims or Jehova’s witnesses criticize the idea of ‘Trinity’ as Polytheism.

They are wrong. But if we try so hard to defend this terminoloty, unnecessary strife may be caused.Iwonder if it is worth spending too much energy defending the terminoloty which does not appear in the Bible.

In any case, we need to understand that Christ is God, the Holy Spirit is a person, and the Holy Spirit is God, through the word of God, instead of the doctrine.

For example, I Tim 6:15 says  “・・・, He who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings and Lord of lords,”Rev.19:16 says  “ And He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written: KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS.”That means that God is the King of Kings and Christ.

Jehova’s witnesses say that Christ is a person. That claim is half true, because when Jesus came to the earth, He was perfectly human, which can be understood in the following verse.

Philip2:6-8 
2:6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God,

 2:7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men.

 2:8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross.

However, He did not remain as human. As is written in Philip.2:9, God raised Christ high and gave a name above all names. That is why the claim of Jehova’s witnesses is wrong.

The meaning that He was human was in the sense that He needed sleep and needed to eat and hadto walk to go to places as human. When He walked on the earth, He had left the nature of God and became like us. Therefore, it was not because He was God that He performed miracles on the earth.

Luke 4:18  "The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me,Because He has anointed MeTo preach the gospel to the poor;He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted,” 
<16>
Jesus was able to perform miracles as a human with the anointing of the Holy Spirit.

Then we can perform miracles with the anointing of the Holy Spirit in the same way.

John 14:12  "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father.”

The idea that Christ was a human being like us while on the earth does not deny the divinity of Christ. Christ died on the cross and resurrected from the dead and was raised high to be enthroned on the right side of God. That means that Christ was restored to the position of the God the Son of God, according to the Trinity.

As I Tim 2:5 says “For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus,”  the resurrected Jesus had both natures of God and a man.

God manifested Himself one in three in such a complicated way so that He might manifest His perfectness. God is perfect ‘love’ and ‘communion’. However, both love and communion cannot exist by itself. If love and communion consist of the relationship with imperfect people and created, God is not the pefect existence. However, God manifests Himself in a perfect way through the relationship with God the Father, God the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

There are a little off- target illustration in to describe the concept of trinity. For example, I have heard the explanation such as God is like water, sometimes as water, or ice or vapor, but the essence of water is the same. However, these three cannot exist at the same time in these three conditions. Therefore, this explanation is not accurate.

■　Trinity in prayer
How can we pray to whom? Of course, we pray to God the Father. To be precise, we can say that we pray to God the Father in the name of Jesus through the Holy Spirit. In fact, Jesus Himself encourages praying to God the Father in ‘the Lord’s Prayer’ in Matthew 6:9.

Christians usually end prayer ‘I pray in the name of Jesus’, which shows that we go to God the Father through the mediation of Jesus. John 15:16 says  "・・・  whatever you ask the Father in My name He may give you.“

You can speak to the Son and the Holy spirit. And please go ahead and praise Jesus. He won the victory and He is our King and is worthy of praise.  As Philip2:11 says  “and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.”, praising the Son is praising the Father.

Also, the church is a bride. So we can pray ‘seeking the bridegroom Jesus’. The relationship with the bridegroom can bring about such an intimate relationship with God which cannot be described sufficiently through the relationship with the Father.

■　As you get to know more of the nature of God and deepen the personal fellowship with God, you may see that God cannot be framed just in the doctrine of trinity and you may even be tempted to deny the terminology itself. However, it may be wise to honor that doctrine as a tradition, because there have been churches in the history which desviated from the Biblical teaching through denying the word of trinity.

We should not ignore the wisdom and creed of our ancestors as we seek dynamic leading and new revelation of God. Christianity is based on the revelation of God. Just because we receive great revelation and movement, we should never deny the legacy of the past. 
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
