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What is the Holy Spirit?
1） It is the Spirit of God and in essence, it is the same as God, as it is explained in the previous study about the Trinity.

Everyone has a spirit. A spirit is a central and core part of a person. At the same time, the Holy Spirit is not any addition to God, but God Himself.

2） He dwells in us：　

The Holy Spirit dwells inside of those who believe in Jesus. That is a guarantee of salvation 

(I Cor.3:16) Do you not know that you are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?
That means that God is with us, as in Isaiah 7:14  "Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.

3） It is a guarantee of salvation：Eph 1:13 In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, 1:14 who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory.

(1) Holy Spirit dwells in us, so God never forsakes us.
James4:5 Or do you think that the Scripture says in vain, "The Spirit who dwells in us yearns jealously"? As it says here, God yearns us jealously not just because we are the children of God but because Holy Spirit lives within us.

4） Holy Spirit has a character and has a will for decision.
(1) He speaks to us：In Acts8:29, Holy Spirit spoke to Philip. <06>
(2) Therefore Holy Spirit can be grieved. Eph  4:30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption.：　
Basically, Holy Spirit is a gentleman. So He does not force us into doing something. However, He can be grieved. The cricket which appeared in the story of Pinnochio is said to symbolize the Holy Spirit.

5） Continue praying ： Romans 8:26   Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For we do not know what we should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.　 <08>
6） Form character of a person：Gal. 5:22-23 talks about the fruit of the Spirit, which ic a fruit of character which is cultivated through the dwelling of the Holy Spirit. A person can mature and grow in character by allowing the Holy Spirit work in his life. <09>
7） Source of miracles：　I Corint.12 talks about the miraculous power given by the Holy Spirit such as word of wisdom, word of knowledge, faith, healings, the working of miracles, prophecy, discerning of spirits, different kinds of tongues, the interpretation of tongues, which are 9 gifts. Those who have the Holy Spirit can work miracles. <10>
8） To facilitate praise & worship ：When Ester went before the king, she only took with her what Hegai recommended for her, who is the type of the Holy Spirit. In the same way, the Holy Spirit helps our praise and worship so that we can worship God in the way which pleases God. Also, as it says in John 5:41  "I do not receive honor from men.” Jesus does not desire for us to praise God in humanly ways. The correct way to praise God is do so through the help of the Holy Spirit. The Bible says 

John 16:14 "He will glorify Me,・・・.”

(1) Can we praise the Holy Spirit?：There might not be any problem doing so. However, it is another whether the Holy Spirit desires for that or not. 　John16:14  "He will glorify Me,” The work of the Holy Spirit is to exalt Jesus Christ high. Therefore, we usually do not praise the Holy Spirit. <12>
■　What is the baptism of the Holy Spirit?
Baptism means ‘immerse’. Therefore, it should be distinguished from receiving the Holy Spirit (indwelling of the Holy Spirit). When you pour water into a glass little by little, at one point the glass starts to overflow. And that is the baptism of the Holy Spirit. Therefore it accompanies visible manifestations or signs in many cases.

When the baptism of the Holy Spirit was given for the first time in Acts 2, there was a visible manifestation when they received the Holy Spirit. And in many cases, that sign is speaking in ‘tongues’.

There is an idea that you get baptized with the Holy Spirit automatically when you get saved. However,it is not accurate when we see the following verse.
Acts 8:15,16  who, when they had come down, prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit.

 For as yet He had fallen upon none of them. They had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

The disciples of Jesus did miracles while Jesus was on the earth, because the Holy Spirit remained on them. However, at that point, the Holy Spirit had not dwelled inside of anyone yet.

John 20:21,22 So Jesus said to them again, "Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you."  And when He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them, "Receive the Holy Spirit.

When Jesus breathed on them, the disciples received the Holy Spirit. It was just like when we believe in Jesus we receive the Holy Spirit. However, the baptism of the Holy Spirit is even much greater anointing of the Holy Spirit. They had to wait though until the day of Pentecost to receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit. 
<18>
Not speaking in tongue does not mean that you have not received the baptism of the Holy Spirit. But if you claim you have, then it would be good for you to be able to speak in tongue. 
<19>
When you get baptized in the Holy Spirit, your life gets changed greatly. 

Caution) Getting baptized does not mean it is all. It is necessary for us to be continually filled with the Holy Spirit.

Acts1:8  "But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth."

１）Baptism of the Holy Spirit is a power for evangelism. Therefore, if you are seeking ‘source for miracles’, as explained before, you should get baptized in the Holy Spirit.

２）You receive confidence：assurance of your salvation, passion for sharing the Gospel, getting easier to overcome the temptation of the world

３）Being edified：　I Cor.14:14　（Prayer in tongue is explained in more depth inＦ－０４）

In order to receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit (and to start praying in tongue)：

1） Seek：　In order to seek it, first of all you need to know that you need it. Many people do not seek the baptism of the Holy Spirit and cannot maintain it after you have received it because you do not know the power and the need of it.

2） Receive prayer：　In the book of Acts, ①they get baptized in the Holy Spirit by the laying hands on them. Being in the anointed gathering or receiving prayer can be a help. <26>
3） Discard any fixed concept：Some people do not seek the baptism of the Holy Spirit because of the fixed ideas such as wrong teaching, things have to be this way or that, the baptism of the Holy Spirit is only for special people. In this way some people do not seek it but lose desires for receiving it. <27>
4） Imitate tongues： The Holy Spirit does not grab your tongue to force you to speak in tongue. 

I Corint 14:14says ‘ For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays,・・・’ Speaking in tongue means that your spirrt prays. Therefore, it will be a good start by imitating some tongue with your own will. 
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
