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There are many kinds of churches in the world. Some people think that it shows the variety of God’s works. But if seen pessimistically, it can be said that the churches are divided and there is no unity. What should we think about that?

But it is fundamentally different from Buddhism which has many sects. Healthy Christian Churches believe 66 books of the Bible as the Word of God. Also they believe that Jesus Christ is the Savior. In that sense, churches are in unity.

There exist ‘cult’ churches which have different teaching. The example of that is Mormon and Jehova’s witnesses. They do not even meet the minimum requirements which are mentioned above. Mormon do not believe in the Bible. They believe in the Book of Mormon, instead of the Bible. Jehova’s witnesses use a wrong kind of translation of the Bible and they do not recognize the divinity of Christ. They do not belong to Christianity. There is no salvation there.

Some churches are not against the Bible to the extent of being called ‘cult’. But some churches do not recognize that Jesus was born of virgin Mary or Genesis chapter 1 to 3 literally.

Also, there are sometimes wrong teaching even in authodox Christian churches as follows; There are nomore gifts of the Holy Spirit. The tongue is from the Devil so you should not speak in tongue. Ther is no end to the list of such things in interpretation of the Bible and difference of opinions etc.

How can we discern good from evil and be able to walk in unith with those who have different interpretatin or emphasis?

We need to see the direction where they are heading in order to understand the church, instead of its doctrine or historical background. If we categorize the churches according to the doctrine or background, the churches will be categorized into hundreds of different kinds. But if we categorize the churches according to its direction, there are only 2 kinds, which are heading towards Jesus Christ or not.

The following diagram shows the purity of doctrine and direction towards Christ.
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Church of correct doctrine Church lacking in balance Church with wrong teaching  Cultic church Satanic church

For example, (ChurchA）has correct doctrine, but gets proud and does not move towards Christ.
（ChurchB）is a church with good teaching but is lukewarm and does not movetowards anywhere.
（ChurchC）is a church that teaches that there are no more miracles now. But they love Christ from their hearts and moves passionately towards Christ.

It seems that God is more pleased with church C instead of A or B. Church B seems better but in Rev.3:16, it says "So then, because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth.” God is not pleased with lukeward faith. But that does not mean that church C can remain the same, but it should change into a church with correct doctrine and teaching.

At present, churches seem to change as time passes. But actually, the Church which degraded since 15thcentury has been in the process of being restored to the true church. When God restores the Truuuth to the church, God does not reveal the whole Truth at the same time, but reveals part of it and from there it may expand. At that time, some differences occurred and the tradition was changed and a new denomination was formed.

Therefore, we need to have a humble attitude to learn the restored truth in reference to the Bible. One ofthe common problems after some churhc received a revelation of a truth is that they become proud and other churches react to that church with rejection. 
If a church which keeps tradition rejects ‘new flow’ with the motive of preserving a good thing, you should not judge them with the attitude that you know the truth and they are in the wrong. If our attitude is right, they we will be recognized sooner or later. 
About Catholic Church

When we argue whether Catholic is good or bad, we overlook an important thing. That is that we misunderstand it as one large organization with the Roman pope as the center. However, in reality, there are many differences within the catholic churches. Some are more or less healthy .And others publically worship demons. So we cannot determine just by the name of catholic.

What we need to know as a premise is that the doctrine of Catholic is cult; Mary was born without sin asmother of God and ascended to heaven as sinless. Mary is the mediator between Christ and human beings. Catholic has such fatal cult doctrine. To recognize Mary as divine is demonic faith which is connected to worshiping Goddess of heaven. Also there are other obviously wrong doctrine.

Therefore, in short, its doctrine is cult and so it is a worrying organization. However, the attitude of faithcan vary depending on each church or individual. For example, the catholic church in Latin America has been so bad that those who confess Jesus as Savior were excommunicated from catholic church.

The meaning of the word ‘Christian’ is not the same all over the world. In Mexico, it means the believerthat has Biblical faith. So the catholic people would say that they are not Christians but Catholics. 
Some Catholic churches may have correct faith. But they are still unreliable if they do not show protest against the wrong ​​​​​​​​perspective of Vatican. That is why the present situation is that Japanese Protestant churches keep distance with the catholic churches, although they do not criticize them.

Then how should we deal with Catholics? Basically we can have the same attitude as towards other religions. That is ,（１）Believe Jesus as the only Mediator to go to God the Father. Also believe Jesus as the only Savior（２）Believe the Bible as the Truth and not to put the authority of other books higher than the Bible. (３）Recognize the Divinity of Jesus as God. （４）Do not pray to or worship Mary or other saints（５）Do not agree with the wrong behavior or the ways of doing things of Roman Pope.

However, it may be difficult for them to go against Roman Pope. Then there is no choice but to treat them as cult at this point.

In case you talk with those who are not saved, it may not be wise to show hostility to catholic, because they may see you intolerent and divided among ourselves. They cannot distinguish one from the other.

Today, there are some catholics who speak tongue among Charismatics. However, it is no guarantee to accept them just because they speak in tongue or prophesy. The points mentioned above need to be examined.

There is another problem which is added to catholics today, which is that they have a policy of tolerenceto other philosopies or religions. They are infected with New-Age type of idea, which is that there are many ways to God, although God is one. They also accept Evolution of Darwin.

Their strategy is so sophisticated that many Christians are pulled into wrong teaching in the name of unity. One of the mos famous prophets, Rich Joyner, became a member of Knights of Malta. He himself professes that. In this way, there has been a preparation of worldly united church written in Revelation.

John Paul I was assisinated only 33 days after he took office as Roman Pope in 1978. That was because he declared reformation of Vatican and eradication of the secret society. What was so mysterious was that there was no investigation nor anatomy even though it was a suspicious death. Just this fact can show us clearly how current catholic is far away from the will of God. 
One of the Vatican important buildings is ‘ The Hall of Paul Ⅵ’has a design of a face of a snake.
